En 2011, la ONUDI contraté a 382 consultores y expertos (3.731) mas que en 2010 (3.349), lo
que constituye un aumento general del 11% y estd en consonancia con la tendencia habitual de
la relacion apreciada entre el primer y segundo afio de un bienio. Por otro lado, este namero es
también mayor que el numero de expertos de la ONUDI empleados en 2009, es decir, en el
segundo afio del bienio anterior (3.507). Ello se debe en parte al crecimiento sostenido del
numero de expertos nacionales (2.013 nombramientos efectuados en 2011, en comparacion con
1.717 nombramientos en 2010 y 1.692 nombramientos en 2009) y en parte al aumento del
numero de expertos internacionales. En general, el hecho de que en 2011 se haya recurrido mas
a expertos externos encaja perfectamente con el crecimiento sostenido de las actividades de
asistencia técnica ejecutadas por la ONUDI, que en 2011 aumentaron en un 8,6% con respecto
al afio 2010 y alcanzaron una cuantia cercana a los 167 millones de ddlares de los EE.UU.

Cabe observar también que la mayoria de los consultores y expertos empleados por la ONUDI
procedieron de Estados Miembros de las Listas A y C. En 2011, se registré un aumento del 2%
en la proporcion de expertos procedentes de Estados de esas Listas, que alcanz6 un 62%, en
tanto que se registraron sendas disminuciones del 1% en la proporcion de expertos de Estados
de la Lista B y Otros.
