 In accordance with rule 23.1 of the rules of procedure, each year, at the 
commencement of its first regular session, the Board shall elect from among the 
representatives of its members a President, three Vice-Presidents and a Rapporteur. 
Rule 23.3 stipulates that the offices of the President, the three Vice-Presidents and 
the Rapporteur shall be subject to equitable geographical rotation within a five-year 
cycle described in appendix A to the rules of procedure. Accordingly, for the  
fortieth session, the President should be elected from members of the Board among 
the States included in List D of Annex I to the Constitution. The three  
Vice-Presidents should be elected from members of the Board among the African 
States in List A and the States included in Lists B and C, respectively. The 
Rapporteur should be elected from among the representatives of members of the 
Board among the Asian and Pacific States included in List A.
