En 2012 la ONUDI contraté a 4.090 consultores y expertos. Este niimero representa un aumento
del 10% con respecto al afio anterior (2011 — 3.731) y un aumento del 22% con respecto al primer
afio del bienio anterior (2010 — 3.349). El ntimero refleja el crecimiento sostenido de las actividades
de asistencia técnica ejecutadas por la ONUDI que a fines de 2012 alcanzaron una cuantia cercana a
los 189,2 millones de délares de los EE.UU.,, frente a la suma de 166,7 millones de délares registrada a
fines de 2011. El aumento del namero total de nombramientos de consultores y expertos en 2012 se
debi6 al mayor nimero de nombramientos de expertos nacionales.

Cabe observar también que en 2012 el 63% de los consultores y expertos contratados por la ONUDI
procedieron de Estados Miembros de las Listas A y C, lo que representa un aumento del 1% con
respecto a 2011.
